1- Camporama will be held July 17-21 2006 Eagle Rock Missouri 

2- Gates will officially open to campers on Sunday July 16 at 1:00 PM

3- Meal service will begin Tuesday July 18 starting with breakfast. You must make arrangements to feed your outpost prior to that time. The Potomac District will NOT be serving or otherwise providing food service. For those outposts desiring meal service prior to the start of Camporama, you may purchase them using the meal order form enclosed.
4- Only chartered outposts may attend.

5- Carefully read the application requirements for attendance. There will be no exceptions to these rules. The information is found in the Official Camporama Application form.

6- The Potomac District will NOT offer group travel via a chartered carrier. Transportation will be your responsibility. 

7- Travel costs are NOT included in the registration.

8- Travel arrangements, maps etc will the responsibility of each outpost. The District will make available information regarding those traveling in an effort to encourage pooling drivers and resources.

9- Individual insurance is required however; accident and sickness insurance will be provided to all Camporama participants as a secondary policy and is included in the Camporama fee. The Potomac District will not provide insurance for this event. 

10- A full service first aid station will be available at Camporama. Plan on handling minor occurrences at your camp.

11- The Potomac District will camp together as a district and act as one outpost. We will be camped with the Northeast Region at a location to be determined. 
12- The Potomac District is responsible for an event. Our event will center on Baseball. As in prior years each adult will be required to help out at the event. A duty roster will be developed for this purpose. Participation with the event is not optional. Your assistance will be needed so please plan accordingly. 
13-  There will be a district orientation sometime on Monday the 16th. All senior commanders are required to attend. More information will follow.

14- You are encouraged to bring canopies, awnings, water and insect repellant. Chiggers are a nuisance and should be expected. Plan accordingly.

15- The Potomac District will make available hat pins for each participant. Additional orders will be accepted at an additional cost.

16- In addition to the Camporama fee, the Potomac District will add a fee of $15.00 to offset costs such as: camporama pins, mailings, event needs etc. 

17- NO sports physicals are required. However, the medical information form on the application will be required for each participant.

18- Should you have a disabled camper, you must advise us accordingly. Every effort will be made to accommodate the individual. The National office reserves the right to disapprove an application.

19- Each adult attending MUST have on file with his church a Church Workers Clearance Form. Your pastor must sign off on all attending adults.

20- Uniforms (class A or B) will not be required. Camporama attire will be appropriate R/R shirts, pants, jeans or shorts. Sturdy shoes are recommended. You will be issued 2 Camporama T-shirts and a hat. Inappropriate shirt designs depicting questionable content will not be acceptable Camporama attire.

21-  As in times past you will register through the District office. The registration process will be defined under a separate attachment.

22- Have all of your paper work complete and accurate including your Hold Harmless agreements prior to arriving. You will not be allowed off the Camporama site with out the completed National and District Hold Harmless agreements.

23- Your senior pastor must “sign off” on the adult application. There is no exception and failure to do so will result in delays. Be assured that without these signatures, we will not process your application.

24- Should we discover incomplete or inaccurate applications, we will return the entire submission for corrections. This could affect your discounts, therefore; please, please review these carefully.

25- There will be two final mailings to those outposts registered and confirmed. This will include one mailing from the National office outlining further details and one mailing from the Potomac District also providing details and information.
